How can I use FlexiTrain for my teaching?

For scheduled classes

· FlexiTrain gives you group work areas as well as access to computers all in the one location

· Break-out rooms are great for discussions, presentations and other collaborative work

· Book as much or as little time as you need, throughout the year

Supported study

· Locate yourself in the FlexiTrain centre at regular times and let all your students know you’re available

· Students take care of their own bookings and draw on your expertise as they work

· Negotiate opening hours with the library staff for evening classes beyond 8pm
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What does FlexiTrain mean 
to my students?

· Space to work with other students

· Computers for preparing documents and completing assignments outside of class hours

· Promotes and supports research through print and web based materials

· Getting work done when they need or want to.

· Basic common software support eg Word, Internet Explorer, Tasmail

· Space for class-based work and supported study – drop in sessions to seek specialised help from teachers

· Some specialised software eg MYOB – varies from centre to centre

· Support with locating resources – both in the library and on the Internet

· Facilities such as scanners, CD‑burners, black & white and colour printers
